On October 1, 2010, the Chesapeake District began this Civi-

tan year with 960 members.  We increased to 1007 members 

in October.  Our membership has not been more than 1000 in 

several years, so this was a very exciting start to the new 

Civitan year.  November and December brought a net loss of 

four members bringing our 2010 year end membership to 

1003.  As of the end of February, we are below 1000 again 

and sitting at 991.  I am very happy to report that our district 

is still, however, #2 overall in numerical gain and #3 in percentage gain for all of 

Civitan International.  

There are good things happening all over our District.  We have a few 

new clubs that may start pre-charter meetings very soon and a few established 

clubs are taking steps to re-build their membership.   Being governor provides me 

with the opportunity to visit clubs throughout the district.
